We now  h ave a written alcohol management policy whic h i ncludes t he s ale of  low  
alcohol drinks an d soft d rinks and a sa fe transport strategy to ensure o ur members 
get home safely. We will provi de food when serving alcohol and we will not have  an 
emphasis on alcohol for player awards or fundraising, functions and prizes.  
 
We are confident our effort s w ill continue to i mprove the  environment at the C lub. 
We are w orking to ensure th e Noble P ark F ootball Club J uniors In c is a gr eat 
place to play and socialise for all members of our community.  
 
The club will be reg ularly monitored to ensure we comply with the prog ram. This is 
the re sponsibility o f all m embers to ma ke su re w e do the  right thing  while we ’re 
enjoying ourselves and having fun.
